Six more teachers get

showcause notice

A SECOND set of showcause no-
tices have been issued to teach-
ers of Delhi government schools
for “poor performance” of stu-
dents in the Class X pre-board
examinations. The notices — is-
sued by Deputy Director of
Education, northwest B district,
on February 3 — were in the
name of six Mathematics teach-
ers in the district.

The notices follow Delhi
Education Minister Manish
Sisodia’s letter to the Education
Director on February 2, asking
her to initiate action against
teachers on a case-by-case basis,
where pass percentage in the
pre-board examination was
“abysmally low”. The govern-
mentis reviewing pre-board ex-
ams since Class X board exami-
nations will be reintroduced
from this year. The Continuous
and Comprehensive Evaluation
(CCE) scheme introduced in
2011 has been scrapped.

Of the six who have been
showcaused, four teach in
Government Boys Senior
Secondary School, JJ Colony,
Wazirpur, one teaches in
Sarvodaya Kanya Vidyalaya, No.
1,Keshavpuram and one teaches
in Sarvodaya Bal Vidyalaya,
Anandvas.

The Mathematics pass per-
centage in the Wazirpur school
stands at 8% in one section, 0% in

Class X board exams have been revived after seven years

two sections and 3% in another
section. In the Keshavpuram
school, the Mathematics pass
percentageisat 3.33%; and at the
school in Anandvas,
Mathematics pass percentage
stands at 8.47%.

The overall pass percentage
in pre-board exams in the district
stands at 29.1% — the third lowest
among 12 districts in the city.

The pass percentage, how-
ever, was the worst in the south
zone — only 26.2% of students
managed to pass. This was fol-
lowed by the southeast zone,
where only 28.4% students
passed. The highest pass per-
centage, 41.3%, was recorded in
southwest (A) zone.

HC chides Delhi govt:
Will 1,000 buses fly?

THE DELHI High Court
Wednesday threatened to stay
the AAP government's move to
procure 1,000 low-floor electric
buses instead of standard-floor
CNG buses, if it does not have an
action plan to provide parking
space for the vehicles.

"Will these 1,000 buses fly?"
a bench of Acting Chief Justice
Gita Mittal and Justice C Hari
Shankar asked the Delhi govern-
ment and the DTC, after noting
that purchase orders were is-
sued without finalising a plan for
parking space.

The court asked the Delhi
government for a timeline onits
move to procure the 1,000 low-
floor electric buses instead of the
standard-floor CNG buses pro-
posed earlier.

Stressing on the need for

low-floor buses, the bench said,
"We will not let this exclusivity
(against handicapped persons)
to persist in Delhi."

"Land is something you can-
not manufacture. So the concern
should not be the cost, but opti-
mal use of the land,” the bench
said after the government and
the DTC said they have space to
park the buses and there was no
need to build multi-level park-
ing facilities as they were not
economically viable.

Unconvinced by the govern-
ment and the DTC's claims, the
bench asked the Delhi chief sec-
retary to convene a meeting of
senior officials and place before
the court an action plan on the
nature of parking spaces by
February 28, the next date of
hearing, and failure to do so
would resultin a stay on the ten-
der and initiation of contempt
action against the officials con-
cerned.

Man killed for objecting
to sister’s harassment

ATOY shop owner has been ar-
rested for allegedly stabbing to
death a 22-year-old man, who
had protested against his sister’s
harassment.

OnTuesday, the girl was with
her parents and sisters when she
saw her friend and her brother
slouching on his shoulder.

The fam-
ily rushed him to Sanjay Gandhi
hospital where he succumbed to
his injuries, police said.

The girl called police using
her brother's phone, following
which the case was registered.

MORE THAN a month after
Aadhaar card-based electronic
Point of Sale (e-PoS) devices were
set up in 2,254 Fair Price Shops
(FPS),anumber of problems con-
tinue to plague the system. Apart
from faulty machines and low
network connectivity, the iris au-
thentication machines — which
were to be functional January 15
onwards — still haven’t been de-
livered at several FPS in the city.

AtMadanpur Khadar, anirate
Yamuna Das (55), who runs an
FPS, said, “Iris machines haven’t
been given to us yet, we don’t
know when to expect it either.
The two SIM cards in the e-PoS
machines don’t work... I bought
a4G hotspot forRs 1,500 to make
the machine work.”

In the queue stood Basanti
Devi (70) with her son Rohit
Kumar (36), who said, “I had to
take aleave frommy job as a tai-
lor to stand in this queue. We
can’'t do this every month... my
salary gets cutand I am the only

At FPS, wheat is sold for Rs
2/kg, and rice for Rs 3/kg. The e-
PoS device comes equipped with
two SIM cards, and the finger-
prints authenticate the card-
holders. Last month, Delhi Food
Supplies Minister Imran Hussain
had told The Indian Express that
“iris recognition will be imple-
mented onJanuary 15, while au-
thentication using one-time
password (OTP) will be done at

the FPS between January 15-20.”
At another FPS in
Humayunpur, Moolchand Gupta
(55) showed an extension cord
that the “engineers fixed for the
iris machine a week ago...but the
machine is still not here”. He
said, “It would help to have an al-
ternative, the e-PoS machine
takes 30 minutes per person.
There is no network here.”
According to Gupta, before e-
PoS, he would sell ration to 60-
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machines

70 people daily, and now, it’s
down to 15-20 people daily.

A similar extension cord for
iris authentication machine was
fixed at Kunj Bihari Bansal’s FPS
in Gautam Nagar. “The Aadhaar-
enabled PDS website shows
numbers that indicate ration has
been given to almost everyone...
and that the e-PoS has been suc-
cessful, but it’s only because we
are all using our own WiFi or
phone hotspots. We were told
that iris machines would be here
by January 15, then February 6...
butit’s not here yet. We hope it is
better than this machine,” said
Bansal, who s also the vice-pres-
ident of Delhi Sarkari Ration
Dealers’ Sangh.

Asked about iris authentica-
tion machines and linkage of
Aadhaar Cards with ration cards,
a Delhi government spokesper-
son said, “There are definite
problems in linking Aadhaar
Cards to ration cards. The gov-
ernment is working on provid-
ing alternatives... one was home
delivery of ration but objections
were raised. A big decisionis ex-
pected soon.”

Fake postal van used to ferry marijuana

AFTER RECEIVING inputs thata
truck, allegedly supplying mar-
ijjuana from Odisha, would
come to Mohan Estate
Industrial Area, a team from the
Special Cell of the Delhi Police
stayed put. Police were baffled
when a ‘dak van’ entered the
area instead of a truck.

But police could not find any
contraband in the postal van af-

ter rummaging through it. The
driver and the helper of the van
— identified as Akbar Khan and
Mantu Singh — told police that
they work for the post office. But
when police asked them basic
questions pertaining to delivery
of parcels, locations of post of-
fices in Delhi and how parcels are
sorted, they couldn’t reply.
Police then took their van to
the Special Cell office in Lodhi
Colony and searched it again.
This time, they found the contra-
band, which was hidden in the

cavities of the driver’s cabin. “We
found 12 white packets and 116
small packets wrapped in tape.
Each packet contained a mari-
juana leaf with seeds. The total
package weighed around 540.7
kg,” said DCP (Special Cell)
Pramod Singh Kushwah.
Following the development,
the Special Cell claimed that
Khan and Singh were part of an
interstate drug racket operating
in east Indian states such as
Bihar, Jharkhand, Odisha and
Chhattisgarh. “They used to get

the drug from Naxalite regions
in east India,” Kushwah said.

Police said Khan'’s parents
work atadhaba in Gurgaon, and
that he is married to two women
and has 10 children. “Khan had
been roped in by his friends to
supply marijuana. He had been
offered Rs 20,000 for the job,”
said a police officer.

Police said Singh, a father of
two, was allegedly working for
the gang — driving trucks and
delivering consignments — for
Rs 20,000.
