AS DELHI-NCR witnessed heavy
rain on Thursday, a 12-metre
wide road caved in at
Ghaziabad’s Vasundhara, forcing
around 60 families of a housing
society nearby to vacate their
homes. The incident comes less
than a week after 11 people died
in two cases of building collapse
in Ghaziabad and Greater Noida,
allegedly caused by waterlog-
ging and seepage.

Around 8.30 am on Thursday,
Raj Kumar Tiwari, who lives with
his wife and two children in
Vartalok housing society, heard
a loud crashing sound.
“Everyone rushed out to see
what had happened...theroadin
front of our building had col-
lapsed. Just half-an-hour before
the cave-in, we saw that the road
had sunk alittle due to the inces-
santrain. But we never imagined
this would happen,” he said.

Tiwari’s family isamong the
60 in four blocks of the housing
society that have been asked to
vacate their flats till repairs are
done. The impact was such that
the ground which is part of the
society close to the road, caved
in as well.

“The road fell 30-35 feet be-
low... so did land within our
housing society,” said Tiwari.

Tiwari added that the cave-
in took place minutes before a
school bus with at least 30 chil-
dren was to cross the area: “It
was just a matter of two min-
utes. [ shudder to think what
could have happened.”

Soon after, a team from the
National Disaster Response Force

60 families asked to vacate
homes afterroad caves in

(NDRF), along with officials from
the administration and local au-
thorities, reached the spot to as-
sess the damage. “Norescue effort
was required. But we have advised
the administration to vacate
around 60 flats in the four blocks
of the society. Itis now the district
administration’s job, but NDRF
teams are on standby,” said NDRF
Commandant P K Srivastava.
Meanwhile, the District
Magistrate issued an advisory ask-

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ing residents of the locality to en-
sure that water does not accumu-
late in the basement. The DM fur-
ther asked residents of the district
to pump out water in case of any
waterlogging, to avoid any unto-
ward incident.

Senior government officials
and residents said water had
started accumulating on the
road, as well as on an aban-
doned construction site across
the road, in the last five days.

A senior government official,
who did not want to be named,
said: “The housing society in
Vasundharawas handed to thelo-

cal municipal body in 2002. They
have to take care of roads,
drainage and other maintenance
work. It seems that the drains
meant for rain water had notbeen
cleaned, leading to waterlogging.”

The official added that work
at the construction site had been
stopped a few years ago.

“Due to a Supreme Court or-
der four-five years ago, con-
struction was stopped. The
ground had been dug up for the
basement... Over the years, de-
bris and other garbage began ac-
cumulating. A few days ago,
when there was waterlogging
on the road, someone created a
diversion from the road to the
site — so that water flows the
other way. Due to this, rainwa-
ter kept seeping into the ground.
This is likely to have caused the
cave-in,” said the official.

13-year-old
dies in roof
collapse, 2
kids injured

A13-YEAR-OLD girl died, while
two children were injured, when
the roof of a building they were
living in collapsed in Shaheed
Nagar area of Ghaziabad on
Thursday.

According to police, use of
low-grade construction material
in buildings, and heavy rain,
caused the incident in the con-
gested Gaffar Colony area.

“The incident took place
around 6.30 pm when a water
tanker on the rooftop gave way.
A 13-year-old girl, Anjali, was
crushed. This was a three-storey
building and due to heavy rain,
the structure seemed to have
weakened. Two other children,
who also suffered injuries, are
undergoing treatment at a Delhi
hospital. No other person was
grievously injured. We have is-
sued an advisory and asked peo-
ple to be careful and stay away
from unauthorised and old
structures,” said Ghaziabad SP
city Akash Tomar.

“The family is originally from
Bulandshahr, and owns the
three-storey building. The de-
ceased girl was studyingin a
school in Delhi’s Seemapuri and
her father works as a driver. The
building has been vacated,”
Tomar added.

HC directs chief secy to
resolve waterlogging woes

THE DELHI High Court
Thursday asked the Delhi Chief
Secretary to hold a meeting
with officials of various civic
agencies to resolve the water-
logging problem in the national
capital during monsoons.

A bench of Acting Chief
Justice Gita Mittal and Justice
C Hari Shankar asked the offi-

cer to prepare a document on
stormwater drainage manage-
ment system, along with a
composite plan to deal with
flooding.

The Delhi government sub-
mitted documents on the exist-
ing drainage in Delhi to the
court, following which it asked
whether something could be
done to increase its stormwa-
ter-carrying capacity.

The court has taken suo
motu cognizance and initiated

a public interest litigation (PIL)
on waterlogging. The case will
be heard on August 17.

Taking into account news re-
ports on waterlogging, the court
said it was shocking that it was
happening year after year, and
asked the reason for the same.

On July 13, heavy rainfall in
Delhi led to waterlogging at
several arterial roads across the
city — including central Delhi’s
Minto Road — and created traf-
fic chaos.

“While Delhi did not receive
heavy rain, Noida, Ghaziabad and
Greater Noida were lashed by
heavy intermittent rain, starting
at around 4 am and ending at
about 10am,” said an IMD official.

Complaints of waterlogging
poured in from across the capital,
with police receiving 29 com-
plaints between 7.30 am and
noon. According to traffic police,
vehicular movement was affected
at the Vivek Vihar underpass,
Seemapuri underpass and under
the Ghazipur flyover. Complaints
were also received from Naraina,
Loha Mandi, Shahdara, Badarpur
and Najafgarh.

According to IMD officials,
one or two spells of heavy rain
are expected on Friday and mod-
erate rain is expected Saturday.
