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‘Parity prevails without Semenya’

IAAF welcomes Swiss court’s decision to stop athlete from competing at Worlds in 800m

A SWISS court ruling that blocks South
African Caster Semenya from defending
her world 800m title in Doha in September
creates much-needed “parity and clarity”
in athletics, the sport’s governing body said
Wednesday.

A judge at the Swiss Federal Tribunal on
Monday revoked a temporary suspension on
the IAAF's controversial testosterone-curb-
ing rules, meaning two-time Olympic cham-
pion Semenya can no longer compete in
events between the 400m and mile, as she
did in June and July.

“The IAAF welcomes the Swiss Federal
Tribunal’s decision today to revoke its Super-
Provisional Order of 31 May 2019 after hear-
ing the IAAF’s arguments,” the International
Association of Athletics Federations said af-
ter the judge’s ruling was made public
Wednesday.

“This decision creates much-needed par-
ity and clarity for all athletes as they prepare
for the World Championships in Doha this
September.” Semenya had appealed to the
Swiss court in May after failing to get the new
IAAF regulations overturned by the Court of
Arbitration for Sport (CAS).

The IAAF added that it would maintain
its position in the remainder of proceedings
at the Swiss Federal Tribunal that “there are
some contexts, sport being one of them,
where biology has to trump gender identity,
whichis why the IAAF believes (and the CAS
agreed) that the DSD (differences of sexual
development) regulations are a necessary,
reasonable and proportionate means of pro-
tecting fair and meaningful competition in
elite female athletics”.

Semenya is classified as a woman, was
raised as a woman and races as a woman.

But for the IAAF, women like Semenya,
with certain masculine attributes due to
DSD, are classified, biologically, as men.

It is a position hotly contested by South
African officials. In the build-up to the 2009
world championships in Berlin, where

Semenya went on to win gold in the 800m,
the South African had to undergo gender ver-
ification testing to confirm her eligibility to
compete in the women's category.

She was subsequently put on medication
to reduce her testosterone levels, spending
six months sidelined by the IAAF.

Semenya, born with the “46 XY” chromo-
some rather than the XX chromosome most
females have, described the experience as like
that of being treated like a “human guinea
pig” and vowed never to again allow the IAAF
to enforce medication upon her in order to
compete.

The Swiss Federal Tribunal, in its ruling
released Wednesday, was also not optimistic
for Semenya’s ongoing appeal. It concluded
“in a first summary examination, that Caster

Semenya’s appeal does not appear with high
probability to be well founded”.

“The CAS, after thoroughly evaluating the
expert evidence, found that the ‘46 XY DSD’
characteristic has a direct impact on per-
formance in sport, which could never be
achieved by other women,” the tribunal said.

“Thus, with the participation of a female
athlete with ‘46 XY DSD’ in the ‘protected
class womern’, a basic principle of top-class
sports, namely fair competition, is disre-
garded from the outset.”

Semenya on Tuesday expressed her dis-
appointment at being ruled out of defend-
ing her title, adding: “This will not deter me
from continuing my fight for the human
rights of all of the female athletes con-

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ITF security checks stringent:
AITA assures Davis Cup players

SHORTLY AFTER the All India Tennis Association
(AITA) confirmed India’s participation in the up-
coming zonal Davis Cup tie in Pakistan last week,
the team’s non-playing captain Mahesh
Bhupathi is said to have written to the AITA cit-
ing security concerns among players. The gov-
erning body’s secretary general however, asserts
that the International Tennis Federation’s (ITF)
recent survey of the venue in Islamabad, which
produced satisfactory results in terms of the host
nation’s security arrangements, will be sufficient
for the travelling Indian team.

“The ITF requires many provisions for secu-
rity and it’s all there in the Davis Cup manual,”
explains Hironmoy Chatterjee, AITA secretary
general. “It's a world-wide scenario. Their rules
are very stringent and they check every venue.
Only after that will they clear a tie. So those
checks are good.”

Following a two-day inspection in Islamabad
last week, the two-man ITF team asserted their
approval of the arrangements made for the tie.

“It is a normal routine for high profile Davis
Cup ties and the one between Pakistan and India
is not an ordinary one,” said ITF official Richard
Gallagher to Pakistani newspaper ‘The News.’ His
colleague Giles Robbins added: “We have visited
all the places where the Indian team is to spend
time. Since Pakistan has hosted a good number
of ties in Islamabad, I believe the plan of the
(Indian) team’s stay has been well prepared. We
as security experts are satisfied with the arrange-
ments.” After the AITA confirmed India’s partic-
ipation, Bhupathi had written to the AITA high-
lighting concerns from the players.

“Mahesh wrote a mail to me a few days back
asking if security arrangements were made,” he
says. “It was a simple matter of a captain writing
to his association general secretary. That’s all.”

In terms of the players’ concerns, Chatterjee
asserted that none were made from the players
themselves.

“When the AITA approached them to check
their availability for the tie, they all said they were
good to go, except Sumit Nagal who has an ankle

injury,” Chatterjee says.

The five-man team, in the absence of Nagal,
likely to be picked based on their respective
world rank includes Prajnesh Gunneswaran (90),
Ramkumar Ramanathan (182) and Saketh
Myneni (264), along with doubles specialists
Rohan Bopanna (45) and Divij Sharan (46).

Ever since the draw was made back in
February, India’s participation in the tie has
been a doubt, especially after the Pulwama ter-
ror attacks led to another political stand-off be-
tween the two neighbouring countries. The
sports ministry however, gave the AITA a go-
ahead for the tie.

“We come under the sports ministry,and we
have checked with them about going. They gave
us the clearance so that's fine for us,” Chatterjee
adds.

CAS revokes CAF’s decision to replay
African Champions League final

THE COURT of Arbitration for Sport on
Wednesday overruled an African Football
Confederation decision to replay the aban-
doned Champions League final between
Esperance and Wydad Casablanca.

CAF last month ordered the second leg to be
replayed at a neutral venue following the Africa
Cup of Nations after Moroccan side Wydad
walked off an hour into the return fixture in
Tunis when a VAR malfunction meant a disal-
lowed equaliser could not be reviewed.

Tunisia's Esperance, who led 2-1 overall at
the time, were initially handed the title, but CAF
later backtracked after determining that "play-

ing and security conditions were not met". Both
clubs subsequently lodged appeals with CAS.

But CAS on Wednesday ruled that the exec-
utive committee of CAF “did not have jurisdic-
tion” to order that the game be replayed.

CAS said it was now up to “competent CAF
authorities”, without giving further details, to
“order the appropriate disciplinary sanctions,
if any, and accordingly to decide whether the
second leg... shall be replayed or not”.

Requests by Wydad to be named champi-
ons and granted the winners’ paycheck were
rejected, with CAS adding that Esperance’s ap-
peal would be investigated at a later date.

The on-field fiasco prompted CAF to reduce
both the Champions League and Confederation
Cup finals from two legs to one match at a neu-
tral venue from next season.
